Figures, Tables and Photographs

Figures are to be inserted in the text nearest their first reference. Figure placements can be either top or bottom. Original India ink drawings of glossy prints are preferred. If the author requires the publisher to reduce the figures, ensure that the figures (including letterings and numbers) are large enough to be clearly seen after reduction. If photographs are to be used, only black and white ones are acceptable.

Format for Biographies
Each author may include his or her biography at the end of the paper. The paragraph begins with the author’s name (font size 9 point, bold, indentation of 0.125" space).
